Veterans Benefits Awareness Act of 2008
Title:  To amend title 38, United States Code, to authorize the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to advertise in the national media to promote awareness of benefits under laws administered by the Secretary.

Mr. Boozman of Arkansas introduced H.R. 3681 on September 27, 2007

H.R. 3681, as amended, would:

1. Authorize the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to purchase advertising in national media outlets to promote awareness of veterans' benefits provided by the Secretary to assist homeless veterans, promotion of veteran owned small business, opportunities for employment in the VA, opportunities for education, training, compensation, pension, vocational rehabilitation, health care benefits, and mental health care including the prevention of suicide among veterans.
Effective Date: Date of enactment 

Cost:  Since VA currently has the authority to advertise in the national media, CBO estimates that implementing the bill would have no effect on the federal budget.
