Longitudinal Study of Vocational Rehabilitation Programs

Title:  To amend title 38, United States Code, to require the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to conduct a longitudinal study of the vocational rehabilitation programs administered by the Secretary.

Mr. Boozman of Arkansas introduced H.R. 3889 on October 18, 2007
H.R. 3889, as amended, would:
 

1. Direct the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to conduct a longitudinal study for at least 20 years for the veterans who begin participating in a vocational rehabilitation program during FY2008.  The groups of individuals are the following: 

· individuals who begin participating in a vocational rehabilitation program during fiscal year 2009; 

· begin participating in such a program during fiscal year 2011.

Cost:  
CBO estimates that implementing the bill would cost $350,000 in 2009 and $1 million over the 2009-2013 period, assuming appropriation of the estimated amounts.  Enacting the bill would have no effect on direct spending revenues.
