H.R. 4883, as amended

Limit the Sale, Foreclosure, or Seizure of Propery Owned by a Servicemember During One-Year Period Following the Servicemember’s Period of Military Service

Title:  To amend the Servicemembers Civil Relief Act to provide for a limitation on the sale, foreclosure, or seizure of property owned by a servicemember during the one-year period following the servicemember's period of military service.

Mr. Filner of California introduced H.R. 4883 on December 19, 2007

H.R. 4883, as amended, would:
1. Amend the Servicemembers Civil Relief Act of 1940 to extend from 90 days to one year the period following release from active duty during which a member of the Armed Forces shall be protected from mortgage foreclosure. 
2. Require lenders and loan services to provide veteran borrowers whose mortgage is two or more months in arrears with a financial disclosure.
