Filipino Veterans Equity Act of 2008
Title:  To authorize the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to make certain payments to eligible persons who served in the Philippines during World War II.
Mr. Filner introduced H.R. 6897 on September 15, 2008.
H.R. 6897 would:

1. Require the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to make a one-time payment for certain service in the organized military forces of the Government of the Commonwealth of the Philippines and the Philippine Scouts during World War II subject to the availability of appropriations.  
2. Require that acceptance of such one-time payment would serve as a release of any further claim against the United States from Filipino veterans of World War II.
